1.1Basics of Affiliate Marketing

The concept of affiliate marketing is a variation on
the outside sales position except that it all happens
I n cyber-space, and there is no door-to-door comnponent.

Thi nk of yourself as the sal esman, one of many, for a
speci fic product or service and you ve nmastered the
basics of what is an affiliate.

Peopl e have all kinds of products and services that
they want to sell online.

Part of the process to becone successful is to have a
| arge anmount of traffic that is interested in what you
have to offer. The way you can acconplish this is by
havi ng sal esman or affiliate pronote your products.

Wien a sale is made, you share the earnings wth your
affiliate/ sal esman t hrough comm ssi ons.

Successful affiliates make a good living by pronoting
products and services of other vendors in order to nmake
t hat conm ssi on.

For the purposes of this e-book, | wll focus on one of
the easiest affiliate networks to get started —
Clickbank and list the others with a brief |ook at the
| arger networks. Once you |learn how an affiliate
network |ike dickbank works, you will be able to
expand that to other |arger networks that have a nyriad
of different products and services that are
comm ssi onabl e.
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Clickbank is one of the largest, oldest affiliate
networ ks out there online. Cickbank sells only digita
products, is extrenely easy to | earn how to use and has
a ton of vendors just waiting to snap up a good
affiliate.

There is no waiting tine to becone a part of the
Clickbank affiliate famly, and the conmm ssions are
much hi gher than the other networks, with sone
comm ssi ons going as high as 75%

Clickbank is an affiliate network in that it is a whole
bunch of vendors and affiliates all working under the
unbrella organi zation called dickbank

Through dickbank, products and services are bought and
sol d, accounting goes on within the network and

conmm ssions are cal cul ated per product sold. Before we
go any further, let’s ook at what you can potentially
earn from one product.

For exanpl e: You pronote and sell on O ickbank product
cal | ed Maverick Money Makers: Get Paid For Life!l. It
sounds like a pretty exciting product, right?

Well, it has the highest payout of any Top 10 C i ckbank
Product and is the Top Converting product offer online.
It pays out at a 50% conm ssion |evel.

When you ook at it’s pitch page, it is endorsed by
sone pretty heavy wei ght people including CNBC, As Seen
On TV, Small Business Opportunities, Fox News, CBS News
and Readers Di gest.
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As an affiliate, you will earn 50% of the $97 dollar
price tag, and it’'s repaid on a nonthly basis.

So, that neans that for every person who signs up

t hrough your affiliate link (which we wll get in a
m nute), you will be paid $44 each nonth as |ong as
t hat person stays signed up.

What do you think if you sinply stuck with this
affiliate program and reached their magi cal 100
referral mark. That’s $4400 per nonth for pronoting
only one product.

Are you beginning to see how lucrative affiliate
mar keti ng can be?

Thi nk about how much you could nmake if you found 10
affiliate prograns |ike this one? This is not only
possi bl e, but not that hard to acconplish if you know
how.

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1.4Affiliate Marketing 101 — The Basics

Since you are reading this e-book, | will assune that
you are interested in making your fortune. Before you
can even contenplate picking an affiliate programto
join, you will need to nake sone basic changes in your
t hi nki ng.

Change the way you think about noney.

You' ve got to really change the way you view noney and

you want to begin to feel |ike you deserve to be
weal thy. While this concept seens sinple, many people
don't feel |ike they deserve nobney.

As a result, their activities reflect their feelings of
| ack of worthiness. Instead of com ng hone from work
and hitting the conmputer, reading an ebook, taking
action on a plan, they will instead cone hone, sit in
front of the television and tinme wll pass.

I nstead of becom ng a veteran internet marketer, they
wi || becone the master of television watching.

Peopl e who feel like they should be able to nake lots
of noney online will naturally nake a | ot of npbney
online. This is not sone spiritual m sh-nosh, although
| feel that spirituality is a part of everyone's
journey. However, that is not what |’mtal king about
when | say people can nmake [ ots of noney.

The nost inportant thing to renenber is that if you
feel like you deserve |ots of noney, you will take the
actions to nake it happen.
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It takes sonme basic things to be successful at
affiliate marketing:

Stay focused
e Pick a niche product to start with and then START
e Read this e-book and then take action.

e Mbke a schedule and then stick to it.

Start small and apply what you | earn as you go.

Avoi d bei ng overwhel ned out of the gate. You want to
| earn, apply it on a small |evel and then scal e up when
you feel you have the basics under control.

Wil e you are doing this, you will start to nmake noney.
By staying focused, | nean avoid the nulti-tab

di stractions. You can open a ton of websites in
browser’s nowadays.

If your plan calls for answering email between a
certain time and certain tine, avoid reading enails
before that tinme. Tell yourself, it will still be
sitting there waiting for you at.

Cl i ckbank has been i n business since 1998, and has
built their network to one of the |largest retailer of
Pssst.... do you want to learn the really advanced
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di gital products. Wth over 10,000 digital products, it
Is one of the premer affiliate networks.

It is easy to use, easy to join and there are products
in aton of different areas frompets to el ectronics.

In order to earn conm ssions, all you need to do is
take your affiliate ID and you get a |ink which you can
use to send customers to. Wien they click on your I|ink,
it wll record your comm ssions when they buy the

pr oduct .

These affiliate networks generally require that you
have a website that is related to the affiliate program
you want to sell.

However, that’s not inpossible to acconplish, and you
can get one at www. bl ogger.com ww.typepad.com
www. wor dpr ess. com and the |ike.

You can al so sign up with very reasonabl e hosti ng
services that provide one click installation of your
blog site where you can start posting articles and bl og
posts related to the product or service you apply for
at one of the larger networks |ike the ones listed

bel ow

easy to be accepted into this program

You can hire a freelancer fairly
I nexpensively who will deliver you blog posts to add to
your site.
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1. 7 Researchi ng Your Products

Pick a niche product and start to research if it’s a
vi abl e topic or subject. Wiether you want to go with
G i ckbank products or with other affiliate products,
you will need to do your research

Finding a profitable niche should be the very first
thing you do when starting in affiliate marketing.

You want to have a product that is Hot! If you find a
product that isn’t very hot, don't expect to make any
ki nd of noney wth it.

The reason | picked the Maverick Money Makers is
because it is a hot item People are interested in the
niche, and it’s marketed well, presented in a

prof essi onal manner, and has tools for its affiliates
to use to nake noney.

1.8 Anmzon.com Bestsellers

Amazon gives you a quick and easy way to find out
what’ s hot and what’s not on their site. It is a clear
I ndi cator of what the buying market is |ooking for,
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making it very easy for your to put yourself in the
path of oncom ng web traffic and nmake sal es.

If you sign up with Amazon’s affiliate program you can
sell all of the products on the site, and with the
Bestsell ers section, you will know for sure that
certain products are selling. They even give you a
ToplO list for each category so that you can use that
to make articles, reviews and bl og posts.

1.9 Ebay Pulse tool: http://pul se.eBay.com

This is a great place to find out what the hot products
are because if a person is typing it into eBay, they
are typing it into Google and Amazon. Ebay Pul se gives
you a real-tinme | ook at what people are | ooking to buy.

You can log into eBay and do a search on the conpl eted
itenms. It wll tell you what people are selling, how
many have sold and the average price.

Look for itens with bids, and this is a great way to
get an idea of what people are | ooking for.

Go to Hot Research, sort of |like eBay pulse. It wll
give you a listing of what’'s hot on eBay. You can then
drill down and it will give you an idea of sonme of the
different auctions that are going on.

1.1 Build Up To About 10 Products To Pronote

As an affiliate, you will want to build up to about 10
products, so that you can mx up the top performng
products and add the | atest rel eases. Wile you shoul d
li ke what you' re selling, don't be wed to it.

What may be a hot seller, may cool off and if you
follow trends, you need to be able to nove on. You
don't want to add all these products at once, and build
slowy as you get nore experienced.

Because you don’t want to overwhel myourself wth
products, pick your products carefully. Choose popul ar
products because you want to have top perform ng
products.

Here are sonme things to renenber when you are sel ecting
products.

When you search for new products to pronpte from
G i ckbank, there are certain things that you are
| ooki ng for.

First and easiest is the selection of the category that
you want to work with. For instance, each affiliate
products has sone information that will help you nmake a
good deci si on.

The three sites you will want to use to ascertain if a
product is a good seller and a possi bl e product you
will want to pronote includes:

The popularity, price and conm ssion paid of the
product is very inportant.

When it cones to popularity or gravity, unless you are
al ready a Super Affiliate avoid the products with very
high gravity (125+), because it neans that the market
wi Il be highly conpetitive and the chances of you
maki ng sales will be decreased accordingly.

This applies only to Cickbank and not the other
conmmi ssi on driven organi zations.

In order to find out if a product is good to add to
your affiliate arsenal, you will want to check it out

at CB Trends (ww. cbtrends.con) which is a free service
that shows visual representation of what is on the

G ickbank marketplace site nmaking it easier to
under st and.

There are sonme useful tracking tools that give you an
easy way to see what is happening with the products you
choose i ncl udi ng:

' Popularity of the product
I Earning per sale

I Percent per sale

I Gavity

| Referrals

' Conmmi ssi on

If you take the visual representation, conbine it with
what you see on O ickbank’ s Marketplace, you wll have a
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good i dea of whether the product you' re thinking about
pronoting is a good one.

Qut of the 10 products that you pick to pronote over
time, you will want at least 6 of themto be popul ar.

You want to mx it up so that at |east half of what
you' re pronoting is nore conpetitive. The rest of the
products should be up and coners, those products that
are newer and building in the Marketpl ace.

1.4 CB Engine

CB engi ne shows you the new products and is an
excellent tool to use if you want to focus on the new
product releases. If you are going to work with
Cickbank, which is a good first step into the
affiliate arena, CB Engi ne should be one of the sites
you bookmark and use.

It has a Brand New Products list, re-listed products
with a ton of information to help you nmake an i nforned
choi ce about the products you want to pronote.

Each product, new and re-listed, have graphs and vi sual
representations about the health and viability of the
products.

There are a couple of ways to go about finding out nore
about the product or service you are about to pronote.
First, you can buy the product.

Whet her it’s digital or tangible, buying and
experiencing the product will usually nmake you a better
pronoter. However, with 10 products, that can becone a
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bit pricey, so you nay want to buy a coupl e products
that you can afford, and | ook over the sal es pages only
of the remainder.

When | ooki ng over the sales or pitch page, you w |
want to think in terns of being a prospective buyer.
Ask yoursel f sone basic questions:

I Does the page, headline and openi ng paragraph grab
your attention.

I I's the page easy to read in terns of colors,
graphi cs and | ayout of the site.

I I's the nmessage being presented clear and conci se
and easy-t o-under st and.

' Are there highlights of inportant facts, headlines
to break up content and pictures that are rel evant
to the topic nmatter?

I Does the page |lead you to the |ogical conclusion
where you want to buy the product?

Al'l of these things are inportant and wll nmake or
break you when people cone through your referral |ink.
Havi ng a page where you want to buy the product wl|
generally translate to high sal es conversi ons.

In that way, the traffic you drive to the product site
stand a hi gher chance of buying in the end. If the page
| eft you with a ho-hum whatever feeling, it is
probably quite possible that visitors arriving at the
site wll have the sanme reaction
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As you go about pronoting your affiliate products, nmake
sure that you keep track of the products that are
converting well, and the ones that are not. Wen you
have a hot product that goes warm and then cold, you
need to be ready to get rid of it.

Earlier | told you not to get attached to a product or
service. This is why. You have to know when to get rid
of it.

Look at the choices you first nmade on O ickbank and ask
yourself the questions from above. Are there any
products that you m ght want to get rid of now?

Now t hat you have a sel ection of products, a website or
direct links to a vendor’s website, it'’s tine to
pronote. First, you will want to get into the video
arena.

| know you probably weren’t expecting that. But, people
are video junkies, and if you want to get people
engaged, you will need to go where the traffic goes.
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Creating videos is one sure-fire way to get traffic to
your site. Creating a video is not as hard as you
think. It's easy and fun, and will get you into the

Wrking with Cantasia can be a little daunting, but it
will pay for itself in spades if you take the tine to
| earn how to use it.

If you need to go free Jing is the second easi est way
to record fromscreen to video. If you re good with
Power poi nt, you can create a slide show, narrate it
about your site and sinply read froma script. These
are the easiest type of video to create, and when used
correctly, they are traffic bringers.

Set your nonitor resolution to 800x600 for recording.
Record your videos at 800 x 600, resized to 480 x 360
with Smart Focus. You want themto be quick, and talk

about the product you are pronoting.

The bottomthird is very inportant in videos. You want
to tell them about your domain nane or the donmai n of
the affiliate site. If you don’t have a site of your
own, go to SnipUl where you can put in your affiliate
link, and it will give you an output.

For instance, if your affiliate product is for Mverick
Money Makers, and your affiliate link is
ht t p: / / XXXXX. PUBLI SHER. hop. cl i ckbank. net, your SnipUrl

wi Il be www sni purl /Maveri ckMoney.

The Sni pURL can go in the lower left part of your
video, and remain there for the duration. As you talk
about your website, all you need to do is use Snaglt to
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capture pictures, which you put in your Powerpoint
presentati on and capture as video.

Add a couple of transitions, and you are in the video
arena. These short video reviews are what you upload to
all of the video sites.

1.7 Things to renenber:

I Make sure that the nane of the video is your
| ongtail keyphrase or product nane plus a word
i ke deals. (ie. Salnon deals, Rolex watch deal s)

I Make sure that the keywords and keyphrases are
subm tted and enclosed in quotes as well as
W t hout quotes.

I Make sure that you submt themwth the URL
| eadi ng back to your website

' In the information section, be sure and put your
website, or SnipURL if you don’'t have a website
that | eads back to the affiliate product.

1.8 Pay-Per-dick Advertising

If you don’t have a website, |anding page or place to
send prospective traffic, pay per click or PPC
advertising is an excellent nmethod to drive sales via
your affiliate |ink.

Again, you will want to use discretion so that you
don’t wind up losing nore noney than you gain in sales.
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The | argest PPC outfit is Google. Those little

adverti senents that you see on people’s websites, plus
on the side of the search results are called PPC
adverti si ng.

Advertisers pay a set anount per click in order to
appear on sites. It is considered contextual
advertising, because the advertising is related to the
I nformati on being presented either in the search
results or on the website. For instance, you won't get
an advertisenent for ice creamon a site about auto
parts.

1.9 Adwords & Contextual Adverti sing

Advertising with Google is easy and deceptive to
newconers. Easy, in the fact that it is very easy to
use; deceptive because if you aren’t very careful you
could lose a lot of noney trying to get adverti sing

t hat makes you noney.

Here are sone techni ques so that you can use the
Adwor ds system and nmake noney.

The site is located at: http://adwords. googl e. com

You can sign up for an Adwords account by clicking the

Start Now button and filling in your information. Sign
up for a standard and not a starter account. Adwords
IS pretty easy to use. Many people will want to start

out with 100s of keywords and will take everything
suggested by Adwords keyword tool .

Avoid this nethod and stick with a few terns that are

| aser-focused on your product or service.
Pssst.... do you want to learn the really advanced
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Use the Adwords keyword suggestion tool or other
keyword tool |ike McroN che Finder, N chebot and
Keyword Elite to find about five or six terns that are
tightly related to your product.

You wi Il want these keywords/keyphrases to be | ow
conpetition, high traffic words. The software just
menti oned are designed to find keywords like this for
your product.

You will want to drill down on your keywords. For
I nstance, if your product is about dog health, don’'t
just | ook at the keywords “dog health” and dogs.

Look for things like “relief for dogs fromfleas”,
“best dog food” or go into a specific breed like
“cocker spaniel health”, or “best dog food for
beagl es”.

Wiile you will get fewer visitors based on these
keywords, the ones that will arrive will be very
interested in your product. Wen you | ook at products,
you will want to take this into consideration as well.

Li st your keyphrases and base your advertisenent around
t hese keyphrases. You will ideally want to get them
into the title of your advertisenent as well as in the
listing for Adwords to use when |isting when your ad

wi || appear in the search results and on people’s
websit es.

Use the Adwords keyword suggestion tool here:

htt ps: // adwor ds. googl e. com sel ect / Keywor dTool Ext er nal
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Sel ect keyphrases that are relevant but not very
conpetitive. Renenber, that although you may only get
100 visits a day froma keyword, conversion rates are
1-2% so that wll usually equal a sale.

This is why you don’t want to pronote a product that is
much cheaper than $30. |If your comrission is 50%to 75%
of $30, that is $15.00 to $22.50 on each sale.

It has been shown that affiliates will convert on
average 1%to 2% per 100 visitors if they have done
adequat e keywor d/ keyphrase research

It will generally convert the sane on a $30+ itemas it
does on a $15.00 product. The anount of noney you earn
will only change due to the conm ssion |evel and price
of product.

1.10 Ad Vari ations

When you have your keywords in hand, go to Google and
search on those keywords. Put the keywords between
quotation marks and watch what cones up on the right
hand side. This wll give you great ideas on how to
word your own advertisenent.

Look at what ad is in the top spot 3 spots. Look at the
titles they are using and see how you can word your
adverti senent simlarly so that you get good
cl i ckt hr oughs.

Then when you put together your initial ad, make sone
variations and track how many clicks each ad is
getting. Keep the ad that perforns the best.
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When you are just starting out wth Adwords, keep your
bids low Bid as little as $0.05 cents per click where
you can, and just nmake sure that you get on page one of
the search results.

Look towards doing advertising on websites only and
forego the search results, because it is counted in
1000 inpressions at a price and your noney can go a
| onger way.

1.11 URL Display and URL Actual

One nice thing to renenber is that you can put your
Clickbank ID and URL in the Destination URL section of
the advertisenent. In the D splay URL, you place the
actual website URL of the affiliate products vendor.

That word “?tid=MAVERICK” on the end of the dickbank
IDis called a traffic tracking device which allows you
to track how your canpaigns are going. Both dickbank
and Adwords will allow you to track your advertising
canpai gns so that you can nmke a decision about what’s
wor ki ng and what needs to be changed.

To track within Adwords, you will need to choose a
keyword that you want to track in Adwords. Cick on
Edit Keyword Settings. Then you have a URL that you can
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add a tracking ID to which in this case would be *?
ti d=MavAdl” for Maverick, Ad #1. You only have 8
|l etters that you can use, so whatever you decide, it
shoul d be easy to understand and deci pher.

1.12 Yahoo and MSN s Cont extual Advertising

VWil e not nmuch is said about the contextual advertising
that is available through Yahoo and MSN, it does exist.
As an alternative, you mght want to consider
advertising through them The sanme rules apply, the
conpetition is less and you may wind up spending a | ot
| ess for the sanme anobunt of adverti sing.

In order to figure out if it’s worth the noney, you can
sign up for accounts with both MSN and Yahoo pretty
easily and try it out. They also run a |ot of specials
and give away coupons worth various anmounts of noney
just to get you to try their service.

Tons of people build Squidoo | enses using articles that
expand on the products and services that they are
pronoti ng.

In this way, a person doesn’t click through your Iink
straight to the pitch page of the vendor and only think
that you are trying to sell them sonething.

Through the use of these internediary sites, you can
add value to the product or service with a personalized
set of information that is tailored to nmake the product
nor e under st andabl e.

If you decide to build a Squidoo page for your
affiliate product, nost people will do a review of the

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1.15 Web 2.0 Soci al Networking

By using Web 2.0 social networking, you can announce
and spread the word about vyour affiliate product.
Instead of sending them directly to the vendor’s site,
you can use Squi doo, Hubpages and other soci al
networking sites like Ning and Scribd.com to Presell
the product through witing articles and converting
theminto mni websites.

Instead of advertising the vendor site, you wll
advertise your internediary site and use it to Ilist
build and follow up through an aut oresponder.

The easy way to list build is take a picture of one of
the aWeber or GCetResponse fornms using a program like
Snagit, and upload the picture and make it a clickable
link to a squeeze page.

You can build a squeeze page using Webly.com whi ch has
a drag and drop interface that nmakes it extrenely easy
to build web pages with autoresponder forns enbedded in
t hem

You then have people click, go to your Ilanding or
squeeze page and fill out the form On the |[|anding
page, Yyou can further outline the benefits of the
product you are pronoting.
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1.16 Building Your Affiliate Funnel

Wiile a lot of affiliate marketers can operate w thout
setting up a website, the benefits of doing so wll
becone imediately apparent. First, having your own
website establishes your credibility on the subject,
and further lends authority to the product you are
pronoti ng.

Wiile you can strictly use Adwords and ot her contextual
advertising nethods, having your own website is a way
to add other incone streans, organize and consolidate
your affiliate product offerings and add ot her types of
advertising and nonetizati on schenes to your site.

Setting up a website is not that difficult nor is it
very expensive any nore. |If you decide to go with your
own website, there are a few things you should know in
order to get started.

Get your own domain nanme. A domain nane IS a unique
nanme that identifies your website. It transforns an |IP
address (100.99.103.44) to sonething nenorable -

Having your own domain nane adds to the authority of
what you're witing, should be easy to renenber and
gives you a platformfromwhich to wite. Registering a
dormai n nanme nowadays costs only about $8 to $10.

(which neans that they are designed to rank highly in
the search engines for specific words), traffic magnets
that affords visitors the opportunity to learn nore
about a specific product and get nore exposure that
| eads to eventual conversion. Pre-selling is an art
t hat happens over tine.

Ad Tracking & Analytics: Wile Google Adwords offers
excellent ad tracking features, having a person visit
your website further refines the analytics you can | ook
at .

As a visitor explores your entire website, you are
gaining valuable information about what pages they
visited how long they stayed on specific pages, what
links they «clicked and the like. Al of this
information can help you refine what 1is on your
website.
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For instance, say a person arrives at your honme page,
goes to a page on a specific product and then goes
through a link on that page to another page on your
site and stays there for a long tine.

If this happens over and over, you have just gained
val uabl e information about what has caught people’'s
interest. In that way, you can offer nore of the sane
that is on the second page so that people are likely to
return and be re-exposed to you, your products and your
site.
